Past Commodore Report

This report is about a new nautical development in Gig Harbor. It is about the resurrection of a historic boat-yard, the Eddon boatyard.

Historically, Gig Harbor has been a lumber and fishing town, with some shipbuilding to support both industries. The Eddon shipyard started in the 1920, to build harbor tugs and fishing boats for the local fishermen. In 1958, a Tacoma plywood company developed marine plywood, for which it needed an application. They contracted with Ben Seaborn from Seattle to design a sailboat, to be built from marine plywood. Te result was the Thunderbird sailboat, of which still more than 1000 are still active sailing world wide.

The yard stopped production in 2004. Fearful that another historic property would fall victim to a condo developer, the city of Gig Harbor floated a bond to purchase the property, and use it to preserve the maritime history of Gig Harbor. After all, Gig Harbor is the “Maritime City”. The state provided a grant to bring the buildings up to code, and in January 2010 the “Friends of the Eddon boatyard” was started. The goal of this organization is to preserve the maritime history of Gig Harbor, by restoring historic boats, and provide community outreach programs. After only 8 months in operation, we are restoring the #2 Thunderbird, built in this yard in 1958. There is a harbor tug from 1920 waiting to be restored, there is a rowing skiff being restored, and a Willits canoe is awaiting restoration.

In addition to the restoration projects, classes have been offered in the use of small woodworking tools, lofting of the Thunderbird, and marine electronics.

Also, every Saturday the shop is open for visitors from 10 AM to 4 PM.

If you have a cruise to Gig Harbor, put a tour to the boatyard on your agenda. The yard is located roughly across from the Gig Harbor yacht club

Reminders for Boaters
The State is Switching to Email Renewal Reminders for Boats

OLYMPIA—Owners of boats and other registered watercraft in our state are encouraged to sign up to receive annual registration renewal reminders by email because paper renewal notices are being discontinued this year. 

Paper renewal notices for boats and other watercraft are being discontinued to save about $150,000 per year and to gain the environmental benefits of sending them electronically.

Signing up for email renewal reminders is fast and easy, and they provide a link to the DOL website that provides fee details and the necessary information to renew online. Renewing online can have new registration decals ordered and on their way within minutes of receiving the reminder notice.

Boat registrations also can be renewed in person, but the owner should make sure to note the registration number on the bow of the boat or watercraft and take that information to a neighborhood vehicle licensing office.

“Email renewal reminders are fast, inexpensive and have tremendous environmental benefits,” DOL Director Liz Luce said. 

The current owners of Washington’s 286,597 boats and watercraft will receive a postcard this year only letting them know that paper renewal notices are being discontinued and offering the email alternative. 

Unlike vehicle registrations, boat and watercraft registrations all expire on the same day every year—June 30. In addition to sending email renewal notices for boats each year, DOL will send an annual press release to help remind owners to renew their boat registrations and post reminders on the agency’s website, blog and Facebook page.

DOL also offers email renewal reminders for cars and trucks, but paper renewal notices for those will continue to be sent unless owners choose to receive an email reminder. DOL hopes individuals signing up to receive an email renewal reminder for their boat also will take a moment and sign up to receive reminders for their vehicles.

“These cost savings are immediate and substantial,” Luce said. “Every time we send a boat or vehicle owner an email renewal notice instead of paper, the state saves 55 cents.”

Boat owners can sign up for email renewal notices through the agency’s website at dol.wa.gov, when renewing their boat online or at their neighborhood vehicle licensing office.

Skip a Trip — Go Online. The Department of Licensing has a wide variety of consumer services available online.

UNITED STATES COAST GUARD has made changes in the wording of Coast Guard regulations information:

“SUMMARY: This rule makes nonsubstantive changes through-out our regulations. The purpose of this rule is to make conforming amendments and technical corrections to reflect the renaming of Sector Seattle to Sector Puget Sound as part of the Coast Guard reorganization.

DATES: This final rule is effective August 5, 2010.”

USCG - Safety Alert re: DSCequipped

VHF marine radios
The US Coast Guard issued a safety alert stating that an automatic channel switching feature found on certain models of Digital Selective Calling (DSC) equipped VHF marine radios may create an unintended hazard by automatically switching from a working channel to Channel 16 when the radio receives a DSC distress alert, distress alert acknowledgement, or other DSC call where a VHF channel number has been designated. The Coast Guard strongly recommends disabling the automatic channel switching feature when maintaining a listening watch, communicating on the designated bridge-to-bridge radiotelephone, or monitoring the vessel traffic services (VTS) channel. The Coast Guard also strongly recommends that radio operators and other users ensure that the radio is on the proper channel when communicating or maintaining a listening watch.

EPA - MSD performance

Standards

The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) issued a notice stating that it received a petition and a request for rulemaking under section 312 of the Federal Water Pollution Control Act (FWPCA).  The petition and request seek revision of the regulation establishing performance standards for vessel sewage treatment devices, commonly referred to as marine sanitation devices (MSDs). The petition also requests that the EPA establish monitoring, record-keeping, and reporting require-ments to ensure compliance with the performance standards. Comments on the proposals should be submitted by November 9. The EPA is particularly interested regarding: (1) the universe of vessels operating on navigable waters that use sewage treatment devices; (2) technical information on the performance, effectiveness, and costs of MSDs, including performance testing data; (3) suggestions on what, if any changes to the performance standards might be appropriate; and (4) information on monitoring, recordkeeping, and reporting approaches for vessel sewage discharges. 75 Fed. A summer of great cruising and eating has yielded some delicious recipes.  The following recipes have been submitted for your enjoyment.
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A low calorie, high nutrition dish

15-Minute Cucumber-and-Orange Shrimp Ceviche 

The definition of ceviche, in case you’re wondering, is “a citrus-marinated seafood”. The acid in the citrus actually “cooks” the seafood. If you think that sounds fresh, light, and healthy, you’re right. Ceviche was believed to have originated in Polynesia, but its true birthplace remains a subject of controversy. Many countries claim to have invented the idea of light seafood seasoned with limes or lemons, and no wonder — it tastes great. This version is made with precooked shrimp so it’s not technically traditional ceviche — but on the plus side it only takes 15 minutes to get it to the table. That’s a compromise we’re willing to make, and you will be, too, once you serve it. The cucumber and orange are a brilliant touch. They fit in perfectly adding extra juiciness and crunchiness to an already light dish packed with nutrition. And for almost zero calories — okay, 19 in a cucumber, I mean really! — they’ve still got a fair amount of nutrition: half the potassium of a banana, 22 mg of calcium, 19 mg of magnesium, and 1 mg of fiber. Overall this high-protein, low-calorie dish is a winner in every way — Dr. Jonny

1 pound peeled, deveined, cooked small shrimp
1/3 cup fresh-squeezed lime juice
¼ teaspoon salt
1 small jalapeno, seeded
¼ small red onion
1 small cucumber, peeled and chunked
1 naval orange, peeled and diced
1 large, ripe heirloom tomato, diced (if you have time, seed and dice two medium tomatoes for a tidier presentation)
3 tablespoons chopped fresh cilantro
1 ripe avocado, peeled, pitted and thickly sliced (8 slices)
16 endive spears (or use 8 lettuce leaves)
Put the shrimp into a medium glass container and add lime juice and salt, tossing to coat. Cover and set aside for 10 minutes while you prepare the vegetables.
Put the jalapeno and onion in the food processor and pulse a few times to chop.
Add cucumber and pulse a few times to chop, turning contents between pulses to chop evenly. You should have what looks like a chunky relish. Add the cucumber mix to a medium bowl and stir in orange, tomato, and cilantro. Pour the veggie mix over the shrimp and mix gently to combine. Arrange four endive leaves and two avocado slices on each of four plates. Scoop about ¼ cup of the mix into each endive leaf and serve.
Yield: 4 servings
Serve it with a modest portion of baked corn tortilla chips.

If You Can Prepare the Night Before: You can make a more traditional ceviche. Use raw shrimp, scallops, or a pound of thin white fish filets (such as tilapia or flounder — should be wild caught and very fresh!) and finely dice it. Add the lime juice and salt, stir well to combine, and store it in glass in the refrigerator overnight. As noted above, long-term marinating in fresh citrus juice “cooks” the fish without heat so it can be eaten. This is a super-fresh and healthy way to prepare shrimp or tilapia!
There were many requests for the following recipes enjoyed at the Poulsbo Cruise and Connie Brownlee has graciously shared them.

Crab Pate

By Connie Brownlee 
1 cup cooked crab meat, flaked

8 ounces cream cheese, room temp

8 Tblsp (1 cube) unsalted butter, room temp

¼ cup mild onion, finely chopped

2 tblsp lemon juice

1 tsp lemon pepper (omitted)

1 tsp salt or to taste

1 teaspoon curry powder or to taste

If using a food processor, combine cream cheese, butter and onion. Process until smooth (or beat well by hand).

Add crab and other ingredients and process until smooth.(I mixed it by hand to leave the crab texture.) Adjust seasonings. Transfer to a serving bowl and cover with plastic wrap for at least 3 hours before serving. Serve chilled with simple crackers or bread rounds.

Serve 8 – 10.
Basmati Rice & Chicken Salad

1 cup uncooked white or brown basmati rice

3 garlic cloves, minced (3/4 tsp)

2-3 cups chopped cooked chicken meat, no skin (I omitted)

½ cup thinly sliced green onions (4-6 green onions)

¼ cup chopped sun dried tomatoes (drain well if oil-packed)

1 tsp grated fresh lemon rind

1 16 oz can garbanzo beans, drained

1 cup artichoke hearts drained and chopped

Dressing – combine:

¼ cup chicken broth

3 tbsp. lemon juice (1/2 half lemon)

3 tbsp. olive oil

1 tsp. Dijon-style mustard.

¾ tsp. salt

½ tsp. freshly ground pepper

¼ tsp. Turkish oregano (I used Greek oregano)

Cook the rice with the garlic according to package direction. Let stand for 5 minutes after cooking, Cool in a large bowl. Add all the remaining ingredients and stir gently to combine. Mix the dressing well and drizzle over the salad to coat. Serves 6. Serve at room temperature.

If doubling or tripling, add different kinds of beans (black, red, or white) for variety. More than one can of garbonzos is overwhelming. If served the next day, dress with just ¾ of the dressing and reserve the last ¼ to refresh it right before serving.
