NOTICE: DOCKS CLOSED AT JONES ISLAND AND SUCIA ISLAND MARINE PARKS 

OLYMPIA – Dec. 14, 2010 – The Washington State Parks and Recreation Commission today announced the immediate closure of the docks at Jones Island and Sucia Island state parks in the San Juan Islands for construction work.
The docks will undergo major construction to replace pilings, gangways, piers and floats. Additionally, the docks will be upgraded to include enhanced access consistent with requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). The existing docks are more than 30 years old. During the closure, boaters are requested to not moor to the floats, watch for debris in the area and stay clear of the construction barges.  

Dock work is expected to be completed around the end of February. Floats will be reinstalled around late-March to early-April 2011. 
Previous work completed in the uplands on both islands under the Resource and Conservation Office's Boating Facilities Grant program included benches, drinking fountains, Adirondack shelters and new trails, a campsite and composting toilets that are accessible to people with disabilities. The northern side of Jones Island also received a new kitchen shelter. 

The Washington State Parks and Recreation Commission thanks the public for supporting state parks. Donations made to State Parks through the vehicle license tab renewal program will keep state parks open in the 2009-2011 budget cycle, provided adequate revenues are collected. The Commission manages a diverse system of more than 100 state parks and recreation programs, including long-distance trails, boating safety and winter recreation. The 97-year-old park system will celebrate its 100th anniversary in 2013.

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US COAST GUARD

The US Coast Guard is establishing a permanent regulated navigation area (RNA) on portions of the Thea Foss and Wheeler-Osgood Waterways in Commencement Bay, Tacoma, Washington. The RNA is intended to protect the seabed in portions of those waterways that are subject to the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) superfund cleanup remediation efforts. The RNA will prohibit activities that might disturb the seabed, such as anchoring, dragging, and spudding. The rule comes into effect on January 7, 2011. 75 Fed. Reg. 76280 (December 8, 2010).
Media Advisory: Coast Guard to employ warning tool in Puget Sound

SEATTLE - The Puget Sound-area Coast Guard will begin employing flashbang munitions as a means to notify non-compliant boaters that they are entering a security zone.

This notification is being made to bring awareness to Puget Sound boaters, and to assist the Coast Guard with uninterrupted and safe vessel escort operations.

The Coast Guard routinely escorts vessels transiting within Puget Sound, enforcing moving security zones around US Navy ships, Washington State ferries, cruise ships, and tank ships.  As a part of enforcing these security zones, the Coast Guard is outfitting escort crews with flashbang munitions fired from a 12-gauge shotgun.  

The flashbang munitions can be fired from a Coast Guard vessel into the path of a vessel that has failed to respond to radio calls and other signals to halt.  Once fired, a plastic and aluminum projectile will ignite after approximately 100-meters to create a bright flash of light and loud sound. This is a safe and effective method to gain the attention of a vessel and accurately determine its intent prior to utilizing more aggressive tactics to enforce security zones around vessels and facilities.

"The Coast Guard, working with local and state authorities, conducts a vital and complex maritime security mission," said Capt. Eric Chamberlin, Chief of Response for the Thirteenth District, in Seattle. "We are always looking for safe, effective opportunities to better protect our waterways. This new tool will give Coast Guard escort crews the ability to send an unmistakable signal to vessels."

If boaters see or hear a flashbang round, they should slow down, establish voice communication with the Coast Guard Patrol Commander on VHF channel 16 and follow the direction of the Coast Guard.

Seattle – safety zone for potential unexploded ordinance
The US Coast Guard established a temporary safety zone on certain waters of Elliott Bay in Seattle to ensure safety of persons and property due to the presence of discarded military munitions in close proximity to Pier 91. The safety zone will be in effect through April 15, 2011. 75 Fed. Reg. 81467 (December 28, 2010).

Boating Organizations
NBC, RBAW, IOBG, NBF
AKA, Northwest Boating Council, Recreational Boating Association of Washington, International Order of the Blue Gavel and National Boating Federation. These organizations represent most yacht clubs in the area and work to keep Puget Sound waters friendly to boaters.  RBAW is active in working for positive legislation at the State level in Olympia.  NBF monitors things on a Federal level. Seabac individuals may join these organizations.  Seabacs Boating Club itself cannot have a membership due to Boeing restrictions but you are urged to participate individually in these organizations to help keep a “united front” for favorable boating conditions.
RBAW (Recreational Boating Association of Washington)

Membership is $15 per year, and individual, not club.  If you wish to join there are some perks beyond supporting boating on the legislative level.
