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It looks like summer finally arrived just in time for a couple of anchor outs. They have been a lot of fun and reminded me of a few things I have to fix before I anchor alone. I have to check with Lugar to see if my generators reset button for the glow plugs is covered under warrantee. After all it is only 48 years old. I’ll bet I just squeak in just before that 50th year. Probably not though since I can make it work if I push it 10 or 15 times.

Speaking of anchoring out, both times we got into a multi boat raft and had to put out multi anchors. We were concerned that we might overload one anchor so we put out a second off the bow and a third off the stern. When you do this be sure to think ahead. First, chose a place to anchor where you won’t be bothered by dinghies buzzing by or other traffic. Also, choose what you want to look at all weekend. All that considered drop the first anchor and make sure it is set by modestly backing down on it. At this point you may want to drop the stern anchor to get pointed in the right direction. The second boat can then drop its anchor so that it has about the same scope as the first and you both have a good wide spread between the anchors. The fun part is getting the second boat next to the first. Remember that you don’t have to put tension on the second anchor before you raft up.

I have used a stern tie to shore when rafting up. We did this in Pirates Cove in the Gulf Islands with 2 boats. As the evening progressed the weather digressed. Unfortunately the wind was off our beam. There wasn’t enough room to let the stern line go so we could go bow into the wind so we moved the stern tie to our bow which allowed us to go into the wind but stay in one place. It was a good thing we had 3 bow anchors out since one of them wasn’t able to set into the bottom because the chain was tangled around the anchor. Luckily it was the down wind anchor.

The hardest part of rafting up is getting the sterns lined up. With practice and a few spring lines it can be done. The best part is knowing you won’t be bothered by dock walkers trying to figure out if your boat is wood.

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The US Coast Guard
Elliott Bay – proposed RNA
The US Coast Guard proposes to establish a permanent regulated navigation area (RNA) on a portion of Elliott Bay in Seattle. The RNA would protect the seabed in portions of the bay that are subject to the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Pacific Sound Resources (PSR) and Lockheed Shipyard superfund cleanup remediation efforts. It would prevent activities that might disturb the seabed, such as anchoring, dragging, trawling, and spudding. Comments should be submitted by October 31. 76 Fed. Reg. 45738 (August 1, 2011).
